NIACE Adult & Community Learning Fund: 
In short the purpose of the Adult & Community Learning Fund (ACLF) supports the review of Informal Adult and Community Learning.  It is an innovation fund which supports:

· The development of creative and innovative ways of attracting a wide range of adults into learning;

· Capturing evidence of the benefits of this learning for individuals and communities.

Crisis Skylight Birmingham has been awarded a grant to deliver some Smart Skills work and provide access to digital literacy classes for our members.  We hope this project will improve the literacy levels of our members, gain relevant qualifications in the subjects so they can move on to further education.  

The project will also support the work of our Smart Skills tutors.  A Good Practice guide and independent evaluation will be conducted as part of this programme.  

Big Lottery:  Move Up, Move On Project

Crisis has been awarded a Big Lottery grant to deliver some of our art and basic skills classes.  We are already meeting some of these objectives and excited about working with the Lottery over the next 3 years.
Get Ready! Programme

We are working with Birmingham Business Action On Homelessness to deliver the new pre-employment programme for homeless adults.  We will be working with at least 30 vulnerable adults on this programme and improve their knowledge, confidence and skills to enable them to enter volunteering, work placements and employment.
